The only senior representative at this years championships was Jo Sotheran
riding Borderline Delinquent, competing as an individual in the Senior Novice
Class, with approximately 120 competitors. Unfortunately Jo just narrowly
missed out on a top 10 place following very testing weather and ground
conditions.
